Admission status 
Provisional status: Students enter in provisional status when they have an undergraduate cumulative GPA of 2.45 or greater. 

Students must move from provisional status to graduate status after completing 12 credit hours and prior to registering for more than 12 credit hours. Requirement for graduate status are a 3.00 cumulative GPA for the 12 graduate credit hours in provisional status and a total score of 400 on the GMAT.

Graduate status:  Students enter in graduate status when they have an undergraduate cumulative GPA of 3.00 out of 4.00 and a minimum total score of 400 on the GMAT.

 Students must take prerequisite courses when:

The prerequisite course(s), or an equivalent, has not been taken prior to                             entering a degree program.

Or the prerequisite course(s), or equivalent was taken 7 academic years, or more, prior to registering for the required (core) course.
