Without the disaggregated data by gender from
the baseline yearwasimpossible to tell wherboysactually ranked in that year.
¢ In Science and Soci&udiesboysshowedin increase wer the baseline year while boys
showedincrease only in the"2year of the academy.

e Both academies showed a decrease in approaching basic or above in English and
Mathematicsthe lowest percentage in the existence of the academies
e Both academies had lower percentage approaching basic or above in Science from 2006
07, but higher percentages than in 20865
