NET TEST GUIDELINES
Prairie View A&M University College of Nursing uses the Nurse Entrance Test (NET), as one of its assessment tools to determine continued eligibility in the Pre-Nursing Program and for consideration into upper-division clinical studies.  Therefore, as part of the admission process, all students must take the NET.
Prior to signing up for the NET, applicant must meet the following requirements:
· Be exempt from or passed all parts of the Texas Higher Education Assessment test (THEA) or its equivalent (THEA satisfied by coursework is not acceptable).

· Currently maintain (simultaneously) the required prerequisite Grade Point Averages(GPA): Cumulative 2.60  Support (departmental) 2.75 

· Have successfully completed at least 45 of the 63 required prerequisite hours AND be enrolled in the remaining 18 prerequisite hours.

· Have applied to Prairie View A&M University (if transfer student) and paid required  application fee
The College of Nursing will provide a number of opportunities for you to take the NET exam at your convenience (see NET Test Schedule).  It is mandatory that all students who apply for clinical admission to the nursing program take the NET Exam at Prairie View A&M University.  Scores will not be accepted from other outside sources. Students who have taken and passed the NET by admission application deadline (Fall - March 1 and Spring – October 1) and who have satisfied all other admission requirements, will acquire “first admit” privileges.  NOTE: Students who take the test after the application deadline date will not be considered for admission for that particular semester.  
Test Information
1. NET Passing Scores: Math (Composite Score 70% or above), 
                                    Reading (Reading Percentile Rank Score 50 or above) 

2. Test may be taken only twice in order to achieve the minimum required passing 
    scores.   

3. A section may not be failed more than once. Passing scores can be combined from 
    the 2 sessions to achieve the minimum required passing scores.   

4. Failure to pass Net after two attempts makes you ineligible for future admission 
    consideration to the College of Nursing (Generic Program).  
Registration Procedures: Prairie View Students Only

1) Pay at Cashier’s Window (Banks Basement) and secure a receipt  

2) Bring receipt to Anderson Hall Room 213 to get an Admissions Ticket
Registration Procedures: Transfer Students

3) Mail or bring Cashier’s Check or Money Order by registration deadline date to:

    77030 and secure a receipt (If paid by mail, receipt will be provided on test date)
Day of Test Procedures: All Students

4) Arrive at test site at least 45 minutes prior to test time
    (Late arrivals will not be allowed in testing area and fee will be forfeited)
5) Bring payment receipt, 2 forms of picture ID and 2 Pencils ONLY
(Personal items are not allowed in the testing area (i.e. purses, calculators, cell phones, backpacks, wallets, pagers, beepers, electronic devices, etc.) 
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
