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Harris County Criminal Court Judge Erica Hughes will be on campus at 6 p.m. to lead a discussion: African Americans and the Vote.  As a first-time judge with nearly a dozen years of experience as an attorney, during her 2018 campaign, Judge Hughes learned how critical every vote is and having witnessed some judges not administer equal justice for all.

Judge Hughes arrived at Prairie View A&M University as an engineering major and credits her time on “The Hill” as pivotal.

In 2019, she told Houston Style Magazine: “Prairie View instilled in me the ability to be independent and to be a critical thinker. I have an engineering degree from Prairie View. And so it not only taught me theory from a mathological and science standpoint but it also taught me practical lessons that I use daily from my matriculation from there up until now.”

Those lessons carried her through earning her law degree on full scholarship at Thurgood Marshall School of Law at Texas Southern University.
