Ph.D. IN CLINICAL ADOLESCENT PSYCHOLOGY

PRAIRIE VIEW, Texas (May 11, 2022) – Oklahoma City native Salim H. Salim Jr. is graduating from 
Prairie View A&M University on Saturday, May 14, 2022. Salim is the first male graduate to receive a 
Ph.D. in clinical adolescent psychology from PVAMU since the program began in 2004.  

 

Salim’s education will continue at West Houston Psychology, where he has accepted a post-doctoral 
fellowship. Upon completion of his fellowship and licensure, he looks forward to opening a subsidized 
mental health clinic to provide minority communities with mental health services.  

 “I chose to pursue my Ph.D. in clinical adolescent psychology from PVAMU to help protect African 
American children, who appeared to be disproportionately diagnosed with attention-deficit/hyperactivity 
disorder”, said Salim.
